How to Transfer Scientific Data to Benefit 800 million farmers in China
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There are more than 800 million farmers in China. Difficult and expensive medical services are very prominent for farmers. At present, the government is taking measures to comprehensively enhance the farmer’s health safeguard level. We believe that, it is very important for farmers and rural physicians to be available to appropriate medical knowledge and enhance their quality. The Population and Health Sciences Data Sharing Platform in the website of China Science and Technology Resource Sharing (www.escience.gov.cn) integrates a large quantity of scientific data resources, which are used for scientific researching. Farmers cannot understand how to use these resources. Through practices, we have obtained some appropriate methods. We, according to the demands of farmers and rural populations, carry out re-organization of the resources, which are welcomed by them. We also carried out remote training; remote medical care and other personalized knowledge transfer in some counties, and have received good effect and experiences. In this paper, we conduct description and analysis on our work, and we believe it will have a good reference to the health information services in the rural areas in developing countries.
