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The key to opening up new research perspectives lies in accessibility and interoperability across geographical and discipline boundaries through effective data infrastructures, serving diverse research communities now and in the future. Towards a 10-Year Vision for Global Research Data Infrastructures is organized by GRDI2020 - a Europe-driven initiative that aims to establish a framework for obtaining technical, organisational, and policy recommendations that will guide the development of ecosystems of Global Research Data Infrastructures (GRDIs). The session will be an opportunity for a community of e- infrastructure experts to discuss and debate challenges facing the global research data infrastructures of the future with the ultimate goal of creating a knowledge infrastructure that most effectively serves the needs and leverages the competences of domain specialists and computer scientists. The session will evaluate commonalities across diverse disciplines, discipline specific challenges and needs, as well as the steps needed to ensure data-driven research is multi-national, interdisciplinary, sustainable and cost effective.
The main objective of the session is to illustrate the European, African and global GRDI landscape, highlighting a series of actions, challenges and recommendations in a number of domain specific areas (Data Security, Data Provenance and trust, Data interoperability, Data curation and preservation, Data Storage & Management, Data Modelling (data description, context, provenance, quality, etc.), Data Discovery, Data Analysis and Use, Virtual Research Environments, Data Policy, Funding, sustainability , Model and governance of Research Infrastructures) for the Future of Global Research Data Infrastructures as well as present the Scientific Data e-Infrastructures - a vision for 2030 report authored by a High Level Expert Group on Scientific Data Infrastructures for the European Commission.
