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CODATA has been paying more attention to data issues in the developing world since the CODATA Task Group of Open Access to and Application of Scientific Data in Developing Countries (CODATA TGDC) was approved and established in 2000 (a working group from 2000-2002, and task group from 2002-2010). The CODATA TGDC has cooperated with the InterAcademy Program on International Issues (IAP), the United Nations Global Alliance for ICTs and Development (UN GAID), and the Committee on Earth Observation Satellites’ (CEOS) Working Group for Information Systems and Services (WGISS) during the last ten years. A series of international training meetings and workshops was held in different countries, including China (2004, 2006, 2008, 2010), South Africa (2002, 2005, 2007, 2009), Brazil (2004, 2007), Cuba (2009), Ukraine (2008), and Mongolia (2009). The CODATA TGDC and UN GAID Global Alliance on Access to and Use of Scientific Data in Developing Countries (e-SDDC) Joint Session will provide a summary of the Task Group activities, discuss how CODATA has benefited the developing world during the last ten years, and suggest how CODATA can continue to provide opportunities for data management, policy, and applications in developing countries in the coming years.
