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Making scientific data, together with advanced information and communication technology (ICT), benefit society and promote the UN’s Millennium Development Goals has become an urgent need not only for developing countries, but for the entire world.  We are now more than half way toward the Millennium Development Goals Year (2015), but much remains to be done. The experiences of the United Nations Global Alliance for ICT and Development’s (UN GAID) project for a Global Alliance on Access to and Use of Scientific Data in Developing Countries (e-SDDC) and of the CODATA Task Group of Open Access to and Application of Scientific Data in Developing Countries (CODATA TGDC) during the last few years indicate that linking scientific data and information communities and the UN decision-makers are very important for making progress on the MDGs. Based on the experiences of e-SDDC and CODATA, and the new framework of UN GAID for eMDGs, we will have an open Roundtable session for discussion of how CODATA may cooperate with GAID and e-SDDC to develop CODATA contributions to the eMDGs.  The expected participants in the Roundtable session discussion will be members from the UN GAID e-SDDC, the CODATA TGDC, and others interested in this topic.
