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At the 29th International Council for Science (ICSU) General Assembly in Maputo, Mozambique, held in October 2008, a resolution to form a new ICSU World Data System (WDS) was adopted.  The new WDS replaced the ICSU World Data Center (WDC) system and the ICSU Federation of Astronomical and Geophysical data-analysis Services (FAGS).  It is anticipated that many of the previous WDCs and FAGS will become part of the new WDS. The new WDS will need to build upon existing data systems and activities developed by the WDCs, the FAGS and other new members of the WDS.  One of the important concepts of the new WDS will be the interoperability between the WDS components.  This session describes some of the new activities of the former WDCs and FAGS organizations which may become key elements of the new WDS.
